Summary: Diabetic neuropathy is a heterogeneous disease with diverse clinical manifestation. it is complication of
diabetes and usually occurs in association with chronically elevated blood glucose levels that may damage the nerves,
predominantly in the feet and legs and this can result in pain, discomfort and numbness.
